72 hours without any compromise

21.-24. October 2010, Austria

What is it about?

72 hours without any compromise is the biggest social event in the Austrian youth sector. Around 5.000 youngsters in the age of 14 to 25 are working in  groups of 5 to 20 people for 400 individual projects in Austria and abroad. 

All the 400 individual projects have a social or ecological issue. Some are even in the field of development policy. Examples for such projects are arranging campaigns to promote Fair Trade, organising trips for retarded or handicapped people or redecorating youth centres and social institutions. 

The event is organised by the Catholic Youth Austria in cooperation with youngCartias.at and Hitradio Ö3 (Austria's biggest radio station). 

Goals:

With this project we want to spotlight the youngsters, their engagement and their performances. In a second step, the project helps to improve living conditions, human and ecological situations via the realization of direct and concrete actions. 

Focus 2010

Associated with the European year of combating poverty and social exclusion, we focus on the realization of individual projects in this field. In addition, it is very important for us to make jobless or deprived young people join the project so they can improve their situation directly. In this way, we encourage social integration and make the first step to bear down boundaries within the society.
