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72 Hours – on the Fields of Action

Hungary

Adopting the German idea of 72 Hours without Compromise, the Ecumenical Youth Office first organised the 72H action in Hungary in 2007. Then 2008 came with a miracle, 72 Hours without Compromise was organised again. Altogether 72 towns and cities joined the action all over the country, moving more than 2000 young people.
“72 Hours – on the Fields of Action” will be organised again between 
15-17 October, 2010.
72 Hours without Compromise is a social action covering the whole territory of Hungary, activating youngsters to join in voluntary work in their own community for the benefit of their own surroundings. The aim of the action is to give young people the experience of belonging together, the euphoria of doing good, and a sense of responsibility for their own community and surroundings. Groups of 5 to 25 accomplish various projects of public utility, according to the needs of the community. There is a wide range of projects from as rebuilding and renovating social institutions, playgrounds, catering homeless people and other people in need, through visiting and entertaining various communities, e.g. elderly and handicapped people (cultural projects) to ecological projects such as cleaning forests and other environmental tasks. 

The action in Hungary is organised by the Ecumenical Youth Office under the umbrella of the three historical Hungarian Christian churches (i.e. Catholic, Calvinist, Lutheran), and being faithful to the true spirit of 72 Hours, with the active work of volunteers on a central level, and by a network of volunteering project coordinators on a local level. Though the event is organised in a church environment, the projects are willingly open to non-Christian youngsters, emphasising the idea of common responsibility, and also providing a chance to open up walls between Christians and non-believers.
